We wish to submit an original research article entitled “Hydrocracking of Coconut Oil on the NiO/silica-rich zeolite synthesized using a quarternary ammonium surfactant” for consideration by Indonesian Journal of Chemistry.

There is an improvement in the catalyst properties that can be seen in the increase in the volume of nitrogen gas adsorption, total acidity, and the results of gas hydrocracking due to increased surface area while the impregnation of Ni (NiO) can increase the selectivity of bio aviation products.
